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he Byzantine and Christian Museum welcomes the new century by preparing a fresh exhibition of its rich collections

on premises appropriate to the demands of modern museology. At the same time, it looks back to the men who
inspired its creation. Those of us who work in the Museum are seeking out its beginnings. not from a romantic
inclination — though this we do not lack - but because we belicve that by knowing something of its founders and their age. their ideological motives
and attitude to the historical past. we shall find our own roots. We not only honour them. We also fulfil a deeper need as we endeavour to
formulate our own proposal for the new Byzantine and Christian Musceum. This calendar, dedicated 1o Georgios Lambakis (15854 - 1914). the
man who envisaged the Museum, is the first step in this direction.

Georgios Lambakis was born in Athens in 1854, He attended the Rizareios School. from where he entered the Faculty of Theology at the
University of Athens. His postgraduate studies took him to Germany. where he received a doctorate for his dissertation on the Byzantine
Antiquitics of Artica. In 1884, Lambakis and some twenty fellow literati founded the Christian Archaeological Society (XAL), of which he was
the first seeretary general. With zealous enthusiasm and unbridled romanticism, he was a leading figure in the movement to found a Christian
Muscum. He formed the XAE Collection in the spirit of perpetuating the life of the Church and enriched it continuously until his death in 1914,
These objects later beeame the nuelews of the Muscum's collections.

As secretary to Queen Olga, Lambakis travelled widely in Greek lands, Asia Minor, Jerusalem, even Sicily, where he got to know,
photographed and, in some cases, collected “sacred heirlooms” (kedmelia) and ‘most holy” objects, as he himself was wont to call them. But his
activity did not stop there. Wherever he went he organised and established groups of people interested in and solicitous of the Christian
antiquities in their area. His manifold activity and ideas, as these emerge from the pages of his publications and archive, enhance him as a
pioneer.

The Byzanting and Christian Museum is the proud possessor of Lambakis’s rich photographic archive which is an invaluable resource for
scientific documentation. Many of the architcctural monuments recorded either no longer exist or have undergone changes as time has passed.
The archive is also particularly important for the history of photography itself. It bears witness to a man inspired at the moment of taking the
shot, who placed his camera at the most suitable angle to immortalise monuments, landseapes and people. Lambakis created with his lense.
Sometimes he staged a subject and sometimes he transformed it into a work of art.

The fifty-two photographs sclected from the archive to illustrate this calendar date from between 1892 and 1910. They comprise four units,
the bounds between which are often difficult to distinguish. Their historical and artistic value is, however, easy to distinguish. Each

‘photographic imprint’, as Lambakis used to say. is accompanied by his own succinct comments. made when he filed them away.



The first unit is dedicated to monuments. His camera records ancient and Christian buildings from Ephesos to Melos. Lambakis, with his
Germanic discipline and organisation, describes them precisely: “Athens, Acropolis. Areopagus. Ruins of a church of Dionysios the Arcopagite’.

The second unit presents urban views, with general shots, such as “The fortress and the town of Lamia’, as well as specific ones. such as “The
Arch of Constantine the Great in Thessaloniki'. He takes us from Smyrna in 1907 to Kavala in 1910, where he photographs the harbour and
notes indicatively: “Neapolis Macedonia (Kavala), view”. Twelve years later this very place was (o receive the refugees from Smyrna.

Landscapes dominate the third unit. These superb shots transform the vistas inte painted canvases, as Lambakis captures the atmosphere
of natural space.

In the last unit scenes of social life in his day are revived. These are clearly staged images. The people are the protagonists. Moreover, he
notes expressly: “Scenic picture. outside the church of Hagios Nikolaos at Methana, after Mass”,

The century will dawn on a large modern Byzanting and Christian Museum, Qur proposal. But our thoughts often drift back to our
predecessors, Georgios Lambakis and the Christian Archaeological Society are the Museum’s roots. By commemorating them we are inspired
to continue our own task. May the memories and beauty of the images that unfold in this calendar be as a romantic phaeton, taking us on our

journcy from the 19th to the 21st century.
